24 SECOND SHOT CLOCK SITUATIONS

1. Shot hits rim, horn, ignore horn, new shot clock period for either team on possession.

2. Shot hits rim, no horn, play continues with new shot clock period to either team.

3. Shot misses rim, horn, violation, ball to opponent at spot closest to violation (UNLESS the opponent gains immediate & clear control of the ball, then play continues without interruption).
4. A1 attempts a try, shot misses rim, no horn, Team A rebounds, shot clock continues to run.

5. A1 attempts a try, shot misses rim, no horn, Team B rebounds, new shot clock period.

6. Shot, horn shot made, count basket, play continues.

7. Shot, horn, hits rim, no violation, new shot clock period to either team on possession.

8. Shot, horn, misses rim, both Team A & Team B grab hold of the ball simultaneously, violation to Team A, Team B is entitled to a throw-in from spot closest to violation.

9. Shot, horn, inadvertent whistle, made basket, count basket.

10. Shot, horn, inadvertent whistle, ball hits rim, blow whistle, alternating possession, shot clock is re-set for both teams, (UNLESS the officials believe that the opponents would be placed at a disadvantage, the shot clock shall continue from the time it was interrupted).
11. Shot, horn, inadvertent whistle, ball misses rim, blow whistle, alternating possession, shot clock is re-set for both teams, (UNLESS the officials believe that the opponents would be placed at a disadvantage, the shot clock shall continue from the time it was interrupted).

12. Shot, horn, blocked by B1, ball becomes dead, violation, ball to Team B, new shot clock period.

13. Shot, blocked by B1, horn, ball does not hit rim, violation by Team A, ball to Team B at spot closest to violation (UNLESS Team B gains immediate & clear control of the ball, then play continues without interruption).

14. Shot, horn, blocked by B1 out-of-bounds, violation, ball to Team B at the spot of ball with new shot clock period.

15. Shot, blocked by B1 out-of-bounds, Team A gets the ball at out-of-bounds spot with no new shot clock period.

16. Shot, blocked by B1, horn, ball hits out-of-bounds, violation, ball to Team B at out-of-bounds spot (penalize shot clock violation).

17. Shot, blocked by B1, possession gained by B, horn, disregard violation as B had ball before the horn sounded, continue play with new shot clock period.

18. Shot, blocked by B1, horn, then B gains immediate & clear possession, allow play to continue with new shot clock period.

19. Shot, blocked by B1, possession gained by A, shot clock continues running.

20. A1 shoots with :02 on shot clock, blocked by B2 sending the ball into B’s front court, as B2 moves to recover ball, the shot clock horn sounds, violation, ball to B out-of-bounds at spot closest to where ball was when whistle blown (penalize shot clock violation).
21. Pass by A1, ball hits rim, shot clock continues.
22. Pass by A1, ball deflected by B1, hits rim, shot clock continues.
23. Pass by A1, ball deflected by A2, hits rim, shot clock continues.
24. A1 shoots, blocked by B1, horn, B1 fouls A1 on the shot, ball does not hit rim, penalize foul, disregard shot clock violation.
25. A1 shoots, blocked by B1 and B1 fouls A1, horn, ball does not hit rim, penalize foul (disregard shot clock violation).
26. A1 shoots, horn, ball lodges on the basket support, violation to Team A.
27. A1 shoots with 5 seconds remaining on shot clock, ball lodges on basket support, alternating possession in the direction of Team A, Team A gets remainder of time on shot clock.
28. A1 shoots with 5 seconds remaining on shot clock, ball lodges on basket support, alternating possession in the direction of Team B, Team B gets ball & new shot clock period.
29. Shot, hits rim, shot clock sounds in error, ignore shot clock and allow play to continue uninterrupted unless officials judge that either team has been placed at a disadvantage.
NOTE: These shot clock situations could also apply to the 30 second shot clock used in the OCAA men’s and women’s games in Ontario, excluding the shaded parts, which are FIBA rule interpretations.
