Basketball Ontario 2011
Major Bantam Boys Provincial Championship 

Points of Emphasis (using FIBA Rules)
1. Game/Period/Overtime Durations
-4 periods/quarters of 8 minutes each. 
-Length of any overtime period is 4 minutes. 

-1 minute between each period/quarter or overtime period.

-Usually 5-10 minutes for half-time (as per the gym convenor, as time allows).
-Usually 5-10 minutes between games (as per the gym convenor, as time allows).

2. Timeouts
-2 in the first half; 3 in the second half. No carry-over. 
-Timeout must be requested at the scorer’s table by a coach/assistant coach; granted at the next stoppage of play, or if the team calling a Timeout is scored upon. 
-Shall NOT be permitted to the scoring team when the game clock is stopped following a successful field goal during the last 2 minutes of the 4th period and any extra period, unless an official has interrupted the game, or the non-scoring team has been granted a time-out or substitution.

-If request is made by either team after the ball is at disposal of free thrower for the first or only free throw, time-out shall be granted if the last or only free throw is successful (that is, No Timeouts between free throws); the free throw is followed by a throw-in from centre line extended; a foul is ruled between the free throws, or a foul or violation is ruled before the ball becomes live after the last or only free throw.

-During the last 2 minutes of either the 4th period or any overtime period, if 
a Timeout is granted to a team entitled to possession of the ball from its backcourt, the subsequent throw-in for that team will be in the front court, opposite the scorer’s table at a point on the side-line opposite to the top of the 3-point arc.
-Each Timeout is 1 minute in duration - warning horn at 50 seconds. Teams must stay in their huddle for 50 seconds. 

-One Timeout for each team per overtime period.
3. Starting Each Period, Half or Overtime

-A ‘Jump Ball’ will start each game. 
-Use the ‘Alternating Possession (AP)’ arrow for the rest of the game, including any overtime periods. For each new period, the ball will be in-bounded with a 'straddle' throw-in at centre court, opposite the scorer’s table. 

4. ‘Closely Guarded’ Rule
Since for this tournament age group, there is no 24 second shot clock, use the NFHS (high school) rule on closely guarded players (that is, in the front court only, a defender within 6 feet of a player in control of the ball (holding or dribbling) continuously for 5 seconds.) 
5. ‘Drop Back’ Rule
As per agreement between the OABO and Basketball Ontario, we will use the ‘Drop Back’ Rule for games in this major bantam tournament. Remember that this is considered a violation and not a foul.
-Pressing is permitted (at anytime), except when one team leads by 20 points or more; then its players must ‘drop back' behind the eight second line. 

-Once the losing team secures player control of the ball (dribbling or holding the ball) in its backcourt, the winning team players must retreat immediately into their backcourt behind the eight second line. (Note that by FIBA rules 10.2 and 14.1, player control includes when a player is making a throw-in from the backcourt as well under these circumstances).

-The losing team shall be allowed to dribble the ball unimpeded across the 8-second line and establish frontcourt status. 

Drop Back Rule Penalty: 

-Violation of the rule as stated above will result in the ball being awarded out of bounds to the losing team in the frontcourt at either sideline (at the free throw line extended).

6. NO TEAM Technical Foul for Person-to-Person Defence Rule Infractions
These rules are not applicable for this tournament.

7. Team Rosters

-Each team may have up to 15 players.
-Any player’s name may be added to the score sheet after the prescribed deadline without penalty (that is, after the game has started, players can be added…no technical fouls). This is also per agreement between the OABO and Basketball Ontario in the use of FIBA rules for provincial tournaments (given the lack of knowledge of gym locations by out-of town teams, and especially given the Hwy 417 road closures that will occur on Saturday evening and Sunday in the east end of Ottawa).
8. NEW FOR THIS TOURNAMENT
-Basketball Ontario tournament officials have instructed all game officials to use the NFHS (high school) lane markings and 3 point arc for all free throw line-ups and 3 point attempts. FIBA rules still apply for all free throw line-ups, etc….we just use the high school markings for all gyms (unless the FIBA markings are the only ones in the gym).
9. Procedures to Control Unsporting Behaviour by Players, Coaches, Team Personnel, Spectators, etc. 
-Basketball Ontario tournament officials are keenly aware of past tournament experiences, and have asked all gym/site conveners to assist game officials in dealing with unsporting behavior throughout the tournament.

-At the 2 minute mark before each game starts, the horn will sound and the gym convener will have 1 player from each team meet at centre court to read aloud to all present the ‘Fair Play Pledge’ for all participants to follow (including spectators).

-While officials should know how to deal with players/coaches/other team personnel, if at some point there is a need to warn any spectator(s) for unsporting behavior, stop the game and ask the gym convener to deal with the problem. The gym conveners have been instructed to issue 1 warning to any spectator(s) for unsporting behavior. If the unsporting behavior continues, stop the game again and ask the convener to remove the spectators from the gym.
-Do not issue technical fouls to teams for unruly team spectators; let the conveners remove them from the gym. If the officials perceive a problem, and there is no site convener, the officials should report it to the tournament convener after the game. Also, file an OVBABO incident report with Steve Ashfield ASAP after the game ends (and call him beforehand at 613-286-4332 to give him a verbal summary of what occurred).
10. Technical/Disqualifying  Fouls on Players, Coaches, Team Personnel, etc. 

-Deal with these situations as they arise…take care of business when you need to. Usually a 2nd direct technical foul on any team player, coach, etc. should be considered as a disqualifying foul as well.
-By FIBA Rules 38.3.2 and 38.3.3 (for technical fouls of a procedural or an administrative nature, which include these team technicals), head coaches are only allowed up to 3 of these types of technicals (after the initial warning, and subject to FIBA rules on other technicals against coaches); on the 3rd technical foul, the coach must leave the game. 

-Note that there is no mention of that in the Basketball Ontario coaches’ manual references above, but OABO says the FIBA rule here should be enforced (confirmed by Sandy Bibeau, OABO Provincial Interpreter, in an e-mail to local board interpreters dated January 10, 2010). 
-As well, none of these team/coach technicals count as one of the team fouls (per period) for penalty/bonus purposes.

-If in the unfortunate circumstance that any team player, coach, etc. is issued a disqualifying foul for unsporting behavior, the referee for that game should make note of the incident in the ‘Notes’ section of the score sheet (please be brief and precise). Also, file an OVBABO incident report with Steve Ashfield ASAP after the game ends (and call him beforehand at 613-286-4332 to give him a verbal summary of what occurred).
-Players, coaches, team personnel, etc. will be subject to game and/or tournament suspensions based on your reports (and those of the gym/site conveners).
-If a head coach is given a disqualifying foul in a game and there is no ‘adult’ replacement with the team to replace the coach, officials should consult with gym conveners, since they have the list of all accredited adult coaches/team personnel for each team in the tournament. If no adult replacement coach is available, the game will end at that point (defaulted to the opposing team).
